Contracts awarded include:

· Extending Smith Avenue (State Road 1357) 1.2 miles from west of U.S. 17 Business to N.C. 130 in Shallotte. The $6.3 million contract was awarded to S.T. Wooten Corp. of Wilson. Final completion will be no later than Dec. 31, 2010.
· Widening a 2.4-mile stretch of U.S. 158 from east of the Pasquotank River to north of Havenwood Drive (S.R. 1257) in Elizabeth City. The $6.1 million contract was awarded to RPC Contracting Inc. of Kitty Hawk. Final completion is set for no later than Aug. 1, 2011.
· Replacing an existing bridge on Shingle Landing Road (S.R. 1222) over Shingle Landing Creek in Moyock. The $584,600 contract was awarded to S.T. Wooten Corp. Final completion is set for no later than Dec. 1.
· Widening 1.3 miles of N.C. 274 (Gastonia Highway) from Maine Avenue (S.R. 1484) in West Gastonia to N.C. 275 in Bessemer City from two to five lanes. The $5.4 million contract was awarded to Davis Grading Inc. of Shelby. Final completion is set for no later than July 1, 2011.

· Widening just over a mile of N.C. 51 (Pineville Road) from two lanes to a divided four lanes, with a bicycle lane and sidewalks, between Downs Circle (S.R. 3645) in Pineville and the South Carolina state line. The $4.9 million contract was awarded to Blythe Development Co. of Charlotte. Final completion is scheduled for no later than Nov. 15, 2010.
· Constructing about a mile of N.C. 24/27 from U.S. 220 Alternate to U.S. 220 in Biscoe. The $4.3 million contract was awarded Lynn Thomas Grading Inc. of Polkton. The project will be completed by August 1, 2011.
· Widening 1.2 miles of Lauchwood Drive (S.R.1674) from two to three lanes between U.S. 501 and U.S. 15/401 Business in Laurinburg. The $2.4 million contract was awarded to Boggs Paving Inc. of Monroe. The project is scheduled to be completed by July 15, 2010.
